In response to your email of 28.04.2020 we are sending explanation of the information in 

Security Service of Ukraine’s letter No. 5/1/1-1581 of 06.02.2020 (entry No. 133 of 12.02.2020 in 

the National Agency for Higher Education Quality Assurance). 

The Security Service of Ukraine’s letter mentioned above calls into question Ildikó Imriyivna 

Orosz’s defence of dissertation and conferring the scientific degree to her. Hereby, we inform you 

that documentary evidence testifying to I.I. Orosz’s postgraduate studies at the University of 

Debrecen (Hungary), her defence of the doctoral dissertation (PhD) in pedagogics with its further 

nostrification in Ukraine and conferment of the scientific degree of Candidate of Pedagogical 

Sciences has been sent to you via letter No. 057/UА/2020 of 27.04.2020. 

We also inform you that the founder of Ferenc Rákóczi II Transcarpathian Hungarian College 

of Higher Education (hereinafter – the College) has not violated the requirements of para. 4 and 3, 

art. 42 of the Law of Ukraine “About higher education”. In particular, para. 4, art. 42 of the Law 

refers to appointing acting head of a newly-formed higher educational establishment, while the 

College does not belong to the category. At the same time, para. 5, art. 42 of the Law of Ukraine 

“About higher education” does not prohibit the founder of a higher educational establishment of 

private form of ownership to appoint an acting rector in case he finds no proper candidate. 

Moreover, vacancy announcement is to be done not by the College on its site, as it is mentioned in 

paragraph 3, page 1 of the letter from the Security Service of Ukraine, but by the founder. 

We informed you in letter No. 057/UА/2020 of 27.04.2020 that Ildikó Imriyivna Orosz 

submitted her resignation application from the post of acting rector of the College on 19 March 

2020 due to retirement. The College’s founder decided to grant the application, I.I. Orosz’s 

resignation from discharging her duties of rector will take place right after quarantine measures are 

over in the country. Then the procedure of rector’s election will take place at the Institute in full 

compliance with the requirements of the Law of Ukraine “About higher education”. 

Furthermore, the above-mentioned letter from the Security Service of Ukraine calls into 

question the qualitative composition of the academic staff, claims there are nominal heads of 

several department of Ferenc Rákóczi II Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education. 

In addition, the information in the letter fails to comply with the facts because as of this 

writing K.Y. Kucsinka has been appointed the provisional head of the Department of Mathematics 
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and Computer Science, A.F. Beregszászi has been appointed the provisional head of the 

Department of Philology (there is no Department of Hungarian Philology in the College, as it is 

specified in the letter from the Security Service of Ukraine), Gy.Gy. Csatáry has been appointed 

the provisional head of the Department of History and Social Sciences, E.I. Kohut has been 

appointed the provisional head of the Department of Biology and Chemistry. This academic staff 

was appointed heads of departments at the beginning of the 2nd semester of the 2019/2020 academic 

year by orders of 03.02.2020, i.e. PRIOR TO SIGNING the above-mentioned letter from the 

Security Service of Ukraine. Appointing provisional heads of departments was done for the period 

until the end of the competition to fill the vacancies of heads of these departments. Holding the 

competition was hindered by announcing quarantine measures all over the country on 12 March 

2020. 

Ferenc Rákóczi II Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education admits that 

professors B. Bódi, I. Kótyuk, M. Matiovka, I. Buckó, mentioned in the letter from the Security 

Service of Ukraine, worked and some of them still do at our higher educational establishment. We 

are sincerely grateful to them for their years-long support in the establishment of Ferenc Rákóczi 

II Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education, organization and introduction of high-

level scientific, methodical, and academic activity of newly-formed departments that enabled the 

College to become a modern centre of higher pedagogical education in Transcarpathia for schools 

with the Hungarian language of instruction. 

In addition, the laws in force on higher education do not commit a professor or head of the 

department to teach, he can perform other functions according to the distribution of academic load. 

The above-mentioned professors and associate professors’ main functions were consulting 

graduate students – masters and bachelors, offering help in writing scientific works for researchers 

applying for the degree of Candidate of Sciences, writing textbooks, study guides, etc.; they also 

delivered lectures at regular intervals and the timetable was changed according to their possibilities 

and personal proposals. 

The College strictly abides by the requirements and quality standards of higher education, 

constantly monitors and implements modern world methods of teaching, scientific research results 

into the training process in all the accredited specialities. With this aim in mind, to increase the 

quality of practical and theoretical training of students, to improve their competitiveness on the 

labour market, the College regularly invites the most famous and proficient in their fields native 

and foreign professors to deliver lectures. In accord with para. 2, part 11, clause 55 and para. 9, 

part 2, clause 75 of the Law of Ukraine “About higher education”, Ferenc Rákóczi II 

Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education concludes labour contracts with some 

foreign professors to involve them into academic work. In accord with para. 11, part 6, clause 42 

of the Law of Ukraine “On employment of the population”, employment of foreigners who arrived 

in Ukraine to teach and/or conduct academic activity in higher educational establishments that 

invited them is done without permission. 

In its letter the Security Service of Ukraine calls into question the expert report signed by 

professor B.V. Vinnytskyi, as if in 2019, and draws conclusions on the non-conformity of the 

human resourcing at Ferenc Rákóczi II Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education in 

the 2019/2020 academic year. However, the above-mentioned report was signed on 31 May 2018, 

not in 2019 and the scanned copy of this document (http://kmf.uz.ua/wp-

content/uploads/2018/06/ekspert_mat_2018.pdf) proves it. It is clearly seen from the content that 

the expert report refers to accreditation expert review of training bachelors majoring in 

Mathematics and has nothing to do with the description of other departments and specialities. 
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In addition, the letter from the Security Service of Ukraine (page 3, paragraph 5) states that 

expert panels of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine revealed in 2019 non-conformity 

of the teaching staff level of the higher educational establishment to the alleged full-time 

employees, as well as discrepancy of speciality support groups (page 2, last paragraph). The 

information is in opposition to the facts which can be proved by accreditation of 10 specialities in 

2019. Expert reports on all the ten specialities have produced positive feedback as well as the 

decision of the Higher Attestation Commission and the Ministry of Education and Science of 

Ukraine. 

The support groups for each of the bachelor (BA/BSc) and master (MA/MSc) specialities 

that were accredited in Ferenc Rákóczi II Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education 

comply with all the requirements of licence provisions and higher education laws. The College is 

properly staffed with full time academic employees including Doctors and Candidates of Sciences. 

This can be proved by the information available in Uniform State Electronic Base on Education (in 

Ukrainian: ЄДЕБО) that is regularly updated and has been checked several times. Another proof 

is the expert panel report on the results of accreditation expert reviews of corresponding specialities 

in the College over the period of 2019–2020.  

What concerns the remark in the letter from the Security Service of Ukraine on the absence 

of a publicly available report on training masters majoring in “Primary education”, we inform you 

that the College is currently in the process of its primary accreditation. In 2018 we obtained a 

licence for this speciality (the licence is on the site of the Ministry of Education and Science of 

Ukraine). Licensing was performed in electronic form. Legislation in force does not make 

provision for licence expert reports. 

What concerns the remark in the letter from the Security Service of Ukraine on the alleged 

absence in the timetable of some academic employees including the specialities of “Primary 

education” and “Preschool education”, we can explain it in the following way. The majority of 

subjects in Ferenc Rákóczi II Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education are taught 

in two (Ukrainian, Hungarian) or even three (Ukrainian, Hungarian, English) languages. Therefore, 

such disciplines are taught, as a rule, by two members of the academic staff. In 2020, the timetable 

really included one lecturer due to technical peculiarities of information software; now this problem 

has been eliminated. 

Taking into account the fact that the timetable in the College is done in electronic form only, 

this makes it possible to change it if a lecturer arrives from another region or from abroad, as well 

as enables one to check the number of conducted classes. Moreover, the timetable does not always 

include lectures delivered remotely by professors from abroad, in accord with the decree of the 

Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine No. 466 of 25.04.2013. 

The fact that disciplines, especially on the master’s (MA) level of the speciality “Primary 

education” are taught by several lecturers, whom the students know and whose classes they actively 

attend, can be proved by the visiting expert examination conducted in February 2020, when experts 

from the National Agency for Higher Education Quality Assurance asked the students about the 

lecturer’s hair colour and haircut. Information on the qualitative composition of the support group 

has been checked multiple times by the National Agency for Higher Education Quality Assurance 

experts as well. Thus, the information that students of several specialities in the College are taught 

by lecturers without academic degrees is false. 

We would like to inform the National Agency for Higher Education Quality Assurance that 

the above-mentioned letter from the Security Service of Ukraine is a close compilation from two 

ANONYMOUS articles published in an anti-Hungarian “tabloid” internet-edition “Zakarpattya-

online” (https://zakarpattya.net.ua/News/196455-Vykladachi-uhorskoho-instytutu-v-Berehovi-
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zavdiaky-iakym-vysh-otrymuie-akredytatsiiu-postiino-prozhyvaiut-v-Uhorshchyni-chy-zovsim-

ne-vykladaiut; https://zakarpattya.net.ua/News/198303-Zakarpatskyi-uhorskyi-instytut-

pidozriuiut-u-falshuvanni-danykh-dlia-Minosvity), whose materials were often regarded by the 

Hungarian and other national minorities (Roma, Romanian, etc.) as fanning up of interethnic 

hostility in the region, directed at undermining friendly bilateral relations of Ukraine with 

neighbouring member states of the European Union . It seems strange that the Security Service of 

Ukraine – a state body of special purpose with law-enforcement functions that guarantees 

Ukrainе’s state security, should blame a higher educational establishment based on 

anonymous publications in mass media of doubtful reputation. 

Furthermore, taking into account Specialized Expert Council’s positive decision to accredit 

speciality 013 Primary education of the second (master (MA)) level at Ferenc Rákóczi II 

Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education, force majeure circumstances due to the 

quarantine, we ask you to allow masters of the speciality mentioned above to finish their studies in 

the 2019–2020 academic year and get their respective documents (master’s (MA) diploma and its 

supplement).
