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Lexicaogy of the English language is part of the theoretical
course of Englishthat isai nmed at the syste matic presentation of the
main facts about the vocabulary of the English language. In
addition tothe study of the origins of nmodern English vocabul ary
and its developrent throughout history, reflection upon what a
word is wll be encouraged through the careful examnation of
word structures, word sounds and word neanings. This subject
also ains to nmake the students aware of the workings of word
for mationin English Inadditionto expl oringthe different kinds of
semantic relations that nay exist bet ween words - bath in English
vocabulary as a whole and in use in sertences (e.g cdlocational
relaions), - the students wll realize howthe context of words o
the ai m wth which they are used can have an effect on their
meani ng

Fnaly, they wll be provided wth dfferent nethods of
looking into vocabulary - including the use of computer corpora -
and becone famliar with the way words are dealt wth in




dictionaries, which wll prove useful for a prospective career in
any English-speaking professional context. Summarizing this
subject teaches the students the basics of English vocabulary.
Know ng howthe words of alanguage are for ned and behave wll
help them becone accurate users of it, guess the neaning of
unknown words, naster the standards of word usage and avoid
mi st akes.

The object of the study of lexicd ogy is the vocabulary system
of the English language in terns of its semantics, morphol ogy,
ety nol ogy, structure and lexi cography.

vocabul ary;

e todescribe the syste mof for mation of the English wor ds;

e to establish the senantic ties bet wveen the words used in
different periods of the English language;

e to apply the lexicdogical knowedge in lexicography,
ter mnol ogical standardization acquisition of infor mation
etc;

e topanand devise researchinthe donain of lexi col ogy.

Course content:

In the course of study studerts wll explore the fdlowng
themes: general aspects of nodern lexicd ogy;, ai ns and tasks of
lexicdogy of the English language; word and its norphemc
structure; word neaning change of the neaning of the word, types
of neaning, senantic dassification of words; word-buildng types
and kinds of word-buildng as one of the sources of enriching the
vocabulary of the language; borrowngs, types and kinds of
borrowngs; eynmology of English vocabulary, phrased ogy and
phraseodl ogical units; issues of modern English lexicography.
