Elements of final grade:

Seminar: Detailed explanation of a topic, defining grammatical issues.
Evaluation of the detailed topic explanation is on a five-tiered scale (1—
5). The definitions of grammatical issues are also on a five-tiered scale
(1-5).

(quality and gantity), attitude and attendence (you are allowed to miss
two scheduled lessons over the semester).

The evaluation of seminar test comprises 10% of the total mark.
