Assessment

Elements of final grade:

Active participation in seminar work is on a five-tiered scale (1-5) and comprises
10% of the total mark.




Seminar: explanation of terms, defining concepts, completing practical tasks.
Evaluation is on a five-tiered scale (1-5).

The grade for active participation includes discussion of the grammar rules and
their correct usage attitude and attendance (students are allowed to miss two
scheduled lessons over the semester).

The evaluation of seminar test comprises 10% of the total mark.
Module test evaluation comprises 20% of the total mark.

The course will be completed with an oral exam.

The exam comprises 50% of the final grade

Grading scale: 0-59 fail, 60-74 pass, 75-89 good, 90-100 excellent

Course Policy

Students are required to attend seminars regularly and they are expected to be
active participants of seminars.

Students are expected to complete all homework independently. Working together
for anything other than group work and/or plagiarizing published research is
considered cheating.

Students who meet the course requirements will sit the exam during the
examination session.
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
