Annotation. Topic relevance is determined by the need to restore the domestic
tourist market after the war. Scientists associate the future of tourism with the
development of niche types of tourism. At the same time, the concept of niche tourism is
absent in Ukrainian Tourismology. The genesis of this phenomenon has been studied, its
main features, advantages and disadvantages of the tourist activity in the niche have
been determined. It has been determined that niche tourism is a dynamic phenomenon
that is developing as an alternative to mass tourism. This is a set of forms and types of
tourism that, based on the features of tourist destinations and specific needs of
consumers, form a separate segment of the tourist market (niche), sufficient to create a
unique tourist product. Currently there are no criteria by which a type of tourism is
classified as niche; the division between macro- and micro-niches is quite conditional.
Niches are defined by product, territory, consumer interest, they can be created in
response to needs and at the same time shape such needs. The formation, quantitative
and qualitative characteristics of niches in the tourism market depend on socio-
technological trends, the dynamics of the tourism sector and the collective actions of its
players.
